GRADING & RE-GRADING EXPLAINED

HOW ARE GRADES DETERMINED?

There are 3 steps involved:

First, girls are selected into a school team based on her school’s philosophy and policy. 

Second, each school nominates its preferred grades for discussion at the grading meeting for that sport.  Grading meetings are open to all participating schools.

Third, the grading meeting occurs and grades are determined based on democratic discussion, player profiles, the number of representative players in each team, previous season’s results and school nominations / justifications.

Why does re-grading take place?

The process of grading is not foolproof.  Team changes can occur after grading that affect the strength of various teams e.g. students leave the school, new girls sign up to play at the last moment.

Teams can sometimes end up being way out of their depth competitively.  This is a very demoralizing experience and one that IGSSA wishes to avoid where possible.  Alternatively, a team that is too strong for a particular grade is not being challenged and may become bored.

Re-grading occurs after Round 2 in each Saturday sport.  Schools are able to request that a particular team be considered to be re-graded.  Re-grading is kept to a minimum by the IGSSA Office, with only extreme cases being considered for re-grading.  This is to maintain equity to all teams during a relatively short playing season.

How does re-grading work?

[bookmark: _GoBack]Teams selected for re-grading will swap places in the draw with each other e.g. ABB 1 in grade S1 may move to S2 and swap with DAN 1 in grade S2.  ABB 1 will now play all remaining matches that DAN 1 would have originally played.  Re-grading relies on there being 2 suitable teams to swap.  In some instances there may not be an appropriate team to swap with.  In this instance a team will not be re-graded.

When allocating points for the two matches already played in rounds 1 & 2, each re-graded school is awarded 3 points for a draw in both matches.  For and against scores are removed for those games and a score of 0 – 0 is entered.

At the conclusion of the round games if teams are on equal points, the team with the highest for and against percentage based on the ‘common’ matches played, will be awarded the higher placing.

· LON 3 & SVC 2 are both on 13 points
· Say SVC were regraded up and brought with them their 2 wins from the grade below indicated by the 3 points for a draw and zero for and against points.
· To compare the 2 teams we would look at the games they played in common, ROS/ PYM, LON/SVC

Therefore LON 3 would go through to the finals

On a very rare occasion if the FOR and AGAINST were the same then you would revert back to the game that the 2 teams played against each other or highest goals (hockey, football).  If in this instance these teams did not play each other then a play off could be an option.
